Accelerated Death Benefit means 75% of the Terminally 11l Insured’s Group Term Life Insurance amount in force on
the date that We receive satisfactory Proof that such Insured isa Terminally 11l Insured.

Proof means evidence satisfactory to Usthat an Insured is Terminally I1l. We reserve the right to determine, at Our sole
discretion, if Proof is acceptable.

Terminally Il means an Insured who is expected to die within 12 or less, due to amedical condition.

BENEFIT. We will pay an Accelerated Benefit during the lifetime of a Terminally Il Insured if he or hislegal
representative elects an Accel erated Benefit and provides satisfactory Proof. The benefit will be paid in one sum to the
Insured. The Accelerated Benefit amount is limited to a maximum of $250000 and a minimum of $7500, and is payable
only once to any one Insured. Thereis no cost for this benefit.

EFFECT ON INSURANCE. This benefit isin lieu of the Group Term Life Insurance benefit that would have been
paid upon the Insured's death. When the benefit is paid:

1. theamount of Group Term Life Insurance benefit otherwise payable upon the Insured's death, will be reduced by
the benefit;

2. theamount of Group Term Life Insurance which could otherwise have been converted to an individual contract will
be reduced by the amount of the benefit; and

3. the premium due for Group Term Life Insurance will be calculated on the amount of such insurance remaining in
force after deducting the amount of the accel erated benefit.

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STATEMENT OF ERISA RIGHTS

Asaparticipant in the Plan Y ou are entitled to certain rights and protections under the Employee Retirement Income
Security Act of 1974, 29 U.S.C. 81001, et seg., as amended ("ERISA"). ERISA providesthat all plan participants shall
be entitled to:

Receive Information about Y our Plan and Benefits

a Examine, without charge, at the Plan Administrator's office and at other specified locations, such as worksites
and union halls, all documents governing the plan, including insurance contracts and collective bargaining
agreements, and a copy of the latest annual report (Form 5500 Series) filed by the plan with the U.S.
Department of Labor and available at the Public Disclosure Room of the Pension and Welfare Benefit
Administration.

b. Obtain, upon written request to the Plan Administrator, copies of documents governing the operation of the
plan, including insurance contracts and collective bargaining agreements, and copies of the latest annual report
(Form 5500 Series) and updated summary plan description. The Plan Administrator may make a reasonable
charge for the copies.

C. Receiveasummary of the Plan's annual financial report. The Plan Administrator is required by law to furnish
each participant with a copy of this summary annual report.

Prudent Actions by Plan Fiduciaries

In addition to creating rights for plan participants, ERISA imposes duties upon the people who are responsible for
the operation of the Employee benefit plan. The people who operate Y our Plan, called "fiduciaries" of the Plan,
have a duty to do so prudently and in the interest of Y ou and other plan participants and beneficiaries. No one,
including Y our employer, Y our union, or any other person, may fire You or otherwise discriminate against You in
any way to prevent Y ou from obtaining a welfare benefit or exercising Y our rights under ERISA.

Enforce Y our Rights

If Your claim for awelfare benefit is denied or ignored, in whole or in part, Y ou have aright to know why thiswas
done, to obtain copies of documents relating to the decision without charge, and to appeal any denial, al within
certain time schedules.

Under ERISA, there are steps Y ou can take to enforce the above rights. For instance, if Y ou request a copy of Plan
documents or the latest annual report from the Plan and do not receive them within 30 days, Y ou may file suit in
federal court. In such case, the court may require the Plan Administrator to provide the materials and pay Y ou up to
$110 aday until Y ou receive the materials, unless the materials were not sent because of reasons beyond the control
of the Plan Administrator.

If You have a claim for benefits which is denied or ignored, in whole or in part, Y ou may file suit in a state or
federal court. If it should happen that plan fiduciaries misuse the plan's money, or if Y ou are discriminated against
for asserting Y our rights, Y ou may seek assistance from the U.S. Department of Labor, or You may filesuitina
federal court. The court will decide who should pay court costs and legal fees. If You are successful the court may
order the person Y ou have sued to pay these costs and fees. If Y ou lose, the court may order Y ou to pay these costs
and feesif, for example, it finds Y our claims are frivolous.

Assistance with Y our Questions

If Y ou have any questions about Y our Plan, Y ou should contact the Plan Administrator. If Y ou have questions
about this statement or about rights under ERISA, or if Y ou need assistance in obtaining documents from the

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| ERISA INFORMATION STATEMENT |

The benefits described in your certificate are insured by an Insurance Policy ("Policy") issued by Dearborn Life
Insurance Company (“We” or "Insurer"), pursuant to an "employee welfare benefit plan” (“the Plan”) as defined in
Section 3(1) of the Employee Retirement Income Security Act of 1974, as amended ("ERISA"), 29 U.S.C. §1002(1),
established by your employer, or where applicable, employee organization (the “Policyholder").

Every employee welfare benefit plan must be established and maintained pursuant to a written instrument that provides
for aPlan Administrator. Y our Plan Administrator has delegated the authority to administer claims under the Policy

to the Insurer. As claims administrator, We will make decisions concerning eligibility and benefit determinationsin
accordance with the Policy provisions.

A. ADMINISTRATION OF THE PLAN

The Plan Administrator is the person or entity responsible for the administration of the Plan. The Plan Administrator
has full discretionary authority and control over the Plan. This authority provides the Plan Administrator with the
power necessary to operate, manage and administer the Plan. This authority includes, but is not limited to, the power to
interpret the Plan and determine who is eligible to participate, to determine the amount of benefits that may be paid to a
participant or his or her beneficiary, and the status and rights of participants and beneficiaries. The Plan Administrator
also has the authority to prescribe the rules and procedures under which the Plan shall operate, to request information,
and to employ or appoint personsto aid the Plan Administrator in the administration of the Plan.

Failure by the Plan or the Plan Administrator to insist upon compliance with any provisions of the Plan at any time

or under any set of circumstances shall not operate to waive or modify the provision or in any manner render it
unenforceabl e as to any other time or asto any other occurrence, whether the circumstances are or are not the same. No
waiver of any term or condition of the Plan shall be valid unless contained in awritten memorandum expressing the
waiver and signed by the person authorized by the Plan Administrator to sign the waiver.

The Plan may be amended, terminated or suspended in whole or in part, at any time without the consent of the
Employees or beneficiaries. Any amendment, termination or suspension shall be in writing, and attached to the Plan.
Any amendment, termination or suspension shall be executed according to the Employer's authorized procedures.

Any such authorization may be specific to the Plan or persons authorized to act on behalf of the Employer or may be
genera asto duties of such person. Except for termination or suspensions, any amendments affecting the Policy and/or
Certificate must also be approved in writing by an officer of the Insurer and shall be effective as of the date agreed to, in
writing by the Plan Sponsor and the Insurer. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this document, the Policy shall
terminate according to the provisionsin the Policy.

The Plan has other fiduciaries, advisors and service providers. The Plan Administrator may allocate fiduciary
responsibility among the Plan's fiduciaries and may delegate responsihilities to others. Any alocation or delegation
must be done in writing and kept with the records of the Plan. As stated above, the Plan's benefits are provided to you
pursuant to an insurance Policy issued to the Company. The Insurer shall, with respect to the Policy:

- resolve al matters when areview pursuant to the claims procedures has been requested;

- interpret, establish and enforce rules and procedures for the administration of the Policy and any claim under it;
and

- determine eligibility of Employees and dependents for benefits and their entitlement to and the amount of
benefits.

Each fiduciary is solely responsible for its own improper acts or omissions. Except to the extent required by ERISA,
no fiduciary has the duty to question whether any other fiduciary isfulfilling all of the responsibilities imposed upon
the other fiduciary by law. Nor isafiduciary liable for a breach of fiduciary duty committed before it became, or after
it stopped being, afiduciary. However, afiduciary may be liable for a breach of fiduciary responsibility of any Plan
fiduciary, to the extent provided in ERISA Section 405(a), 29 U.S.C. §1105(a). The Employer makes no promise to
continue these benefits in the future and rights to future benefits will never vest. Retirement does not give any retiree
any vested right to continue to participate or receive Plan benefits, except as provided in the Plan.
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B. CLAIMSPROCEDURE FOR LIFE, ACCIDENTAL DEATH AND DISMEMBERMENT BENEFITS:

When Y ou or Your Beneficiary are eligible to receive benefits, You or Your Beneficiary, or Your authorized
representative (collectively, "You") must follow the claim procedures described in Y our Group Insurance Certificate by
submitting the proper form in writing to the Insurer at:

If the Insurer uses electronic
notices, it will do so in accordance with 29 CFR 2520.104b-1c(i), (iii) and (iv).

Insurance Plans

We will give Y ou a decision no more than 90 days after receipt of due proof of 10ss, except in special circumstances
(such as the need to obtain further information), but in no case more than 180 days after the due proof of lossis
received.

If the claim is denied, in whole or in part, We will provide Y ou with awritten notice giving the following:
- thereasonsfor the adverse benefit determination;
- reference to the specific Policy provisions on which the determination is based;

- adescription of any additional material or information necessary for Y ou to perfect the claim and an
explanation of why such material or information is necessary;

- astatement that Y ou are entitled to receive, upon request and free of charge, reasonable access to, and copies
of, al documents, records and other information relevant to your claim; and

- adescription of the Plan’s review procedures and the time limits applicable to such procedures, including a
statement of Y our rights to bring a civil action under ERISA 8§502(a), 29 U.S.C. 81132(a) following an adverse
benefit determination on review.

Any denied claim may be appealed to the Insurer by Y ou or Y our authorized representative, at the address specified

in the claim denial, for afull and fair review. The review will be conducted by a person different from the person who
made the initial decision and the reviewer will not review the merits of the claim with the original examiner nor be the
original examiner's subordinate. The claimant may:

a) request areview upon written application within 60 days of receipt of claim denial;

b) upon request and free of charge, review pertinent documents, records and other information relevant to the claim
and receive copies of same; and

C) submit issues, comments, records, and other information in writing.

A decision will be made by the Insurer no more than 60 days after receipt of the request for review, except in special
circumstances (such as the need to obtain additional evidence), but in no case more than 120 days after the request

for review isreceived. We will notify You in writing if an extension is needed. If We need information from Y ou and
Y ou deliver that information within the time specified, the extension will begin after Y ou provide the information. If

Y ou do not provide the information in that time period, We may decide Y our appea without that information. The
written decision will include specific reasons for the decision and specific references to the Plan provisions on which
the decision is based. The decision will advise Y ou of any other appeal rights Y ou have under the Plan, as well as'Y our
right to bring an action under Section 502(a) of ERISA, 29 U.S.C. §1132(a).

C. CLAIMSPROCEDURE FOR WAIVER OF PREMIUM BENEFITS:

When Y ou are eligible to receive benefits, Y ou must follow the claim procedures described in your Group Insurance

For the purpose of this Section, theterms " written" and "in writing" include" electronic.” Any action required
to be"written" or "in writing,” may be done electronically, where available. If the Insurer uses electronic
notices, it will do so in accordance with 29 CFR 2520.104b-1c(i), (iii) and (iv).

We will give you awritten response to your claim, usually within 45 days. The time for decision may be extended for
two additional 30 day periods provided that, prior to any extension period, We notify you in writing that an extension is
necessary due to matters beyond the control of the Plan, identifies those matters and gives the date by which it expects
to render its decision. If the extension is due to your failure to submit information necessary to decide your claim, the
time for decision shall be tolled from the date on which We send you notice of the extension until the date We receive
your response to our request. This period will be no longer than 45 days after We have requested the information. At
that time We will decide your claim based on the information We have at that time.

If the claim isdenied, in whole or in part, We will provide Y ou with awritten notice giving the following:
- thereasonsfor the adverse benefit determination;
- reference to the specific Policy provisions on which the determination is based;

- adescription of any additional material or information necessary for Y ou to perfect the claim and an
explanation of why such materia or information is necessary;

- either the specific internal rules, guidelines, protocols, standards or other similar criteria of the Plan relied on in
making the adverse determination or, alternatively, a statement that such rules, guideline, protocols, standards
or other similar criteria of the Plan do not exist;

- astatement that Y ou are entitled to receive, upon request and free of charge, reasonable access to, and copies
of, al documents, records and other information relevant to your claim; and

- adescription of the Plan’ s review procedures and the time limits applicable to such procedures, including a
statement of Y our rights to bring a civil action under ERISA 8§502(a), 29 U.S.C. 81132(a) following an adverse
benefit determination on review.

If the claim has been denied, in whole or in part, you can appeal the denial to usfor afull and fair review. Y ou have at

least 180 daysto appeal from the claim denial.

Y ou may:

a) request areview upon written application within 180 days of receipt of claim denial;

b) upon request and free of charge, review pertinent documents, records and other information relevant to the claim
and receive copies of same; and

C) submit issues, comments, records, and other information in writing.

We will make a decision no more than 45 days after We receive your appeal. The time for decision may be extended

for one additional 45 day period provided that, prior to the extension, We notify you in writing that an extension is

necessary due to special circumstances, identifies those circumstances and gives the date by which it expects to render

its decision. If your claim is extended due to your failure to submit information necessary to decide your claim on

appeal, the time for your decision shall be tolled from the date on which the notification of the extension is sent to you
until the date We receive your response to the request.

If the adverse benefit determination is upheld on administrative appeal, in whole or in part, We will provide Y ou with a
written notice giving the following:

- thereasons for the adverse benefit determination;

- reference to the specific Policy provisions on which the determination is based;

- adescription of any additional material or information necessary for you to perfect the claim and an
explanation of why such material or information is necessary;

- either the specific internal rules, guidelines, protocols, standards or other similar criteria of the Plan relied on in
making the adverse determination or, alternatively, a statement that such rules, guideline, protocols, standards
or other similar criteria of the Plan do not exist;
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a statement that Y ou are entitled to receive, upon request and free of charge, reasonable access to, and copies
of, al documents, records and other information relevant to your claim; and

adescription of the Plan’s review procedures and the time limits applicable to such procedures, including a

statement of Y our rights to bring a civil action under ERISA 8502(a), 29 U.S.C. §1132(a) following an adverse
benefit determination on review.
